Re: Nord Stream 2 gas pipeline certification proces

Dear Mr. Mitzenich,

The Ukrainian World Congress (UWC) and the Association of Ukrainian Organizations in Germany (AUOG)
are deeply concerned about the Nord Stream 2 gas pipeline project (NS2) and its role in fueling Russia’s
aggressive policies targeting Europe. We welcome the decision by Germany’s energy regulator,
Bundesnetzagentur, to suspend the certification process for this controversial pipeline.

NS2 is a geopolitical tool of the Russian Federation and an integrated part of its hybrid aggression against
the EU. If NS2 is certified, commissioned and allowed to operate it will:

o destabilize Europe politically and economically,

e endanger European security of gas supply by creating a near monopoly by Russia’s Gazprom over
German and other European gas markets,

e create an energy chokehold on Ukraine, Poland, Slovakia and other countries it intends to control
and manipulate,

e undermine European and German climate goals and the European Green Deal and

e pose a serious risk to the environment of the North European region and ecosystem of the Baltic
Sea.

Russia’s invasion, creation of frozen conflicts and hybrid warfare against Ukraine, Poland, the Baltic states
and other countries in the region demonstrate they are a dangerous neighbour and unreliable partner. NS2
will be used as a weapon to destabilize Europe much like Russia is currently doing through its engineered
refugee crisis on the border of Belarus and the European Union.

Russia has a history of halting and restricting gas supplies to its neighbours, such as Ukraine, Georgia,
Moldova, and to other parts of Europe to achieve political, economic and other objectives. NS2 will enable
Russia to stop using the Brotherhood pipeline through Ukraine and bring the Ukrainian people to their knees
by turning off Ukraine’s primary supply of natural gas. Already today, Gazprom has precluded Hungary and
Moldova from selling gas to Ukraine. Such energy starvation will force Ukraine back into Russia’s control.

We call upon the EU, the German government and the democratic parties of Germany to impose a
moratorium on Nord Stream 2 to allow for serious political dialogue. Germany must secure firm commitments
from Russia and Gazprom to:
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1. Ensure continued flow of gas through Ukraine,

2. Stop anti-competitive and coercive efforts to restrict gas supply to Ukraine and other European
countries and

3. Withdraw Russia’s troops from the borders of Ukraine.

Furthermore, Germany must make clear commitments to welcome Ukraine into the European Union and the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization.

A moratorium on Nord Stream 2 will allow EU countries the time to develop a common position on energy
security and demonstrate to the Russian leadership that they will not tolerate continued violations of
international law and of the rules upon which the European order is based
